Each character brings a gift or talent to the table and the three

function so well as a team, with a love and respect for each other that develops a bond I can see

growing stronger in succeeding books in the series. Although there are spiritual aspects to this

book, I would not call it "religious". These are three simple people who come to recognize the power

of evil when they see it, find the faith to believe in a greater power, and act on it. This will be a great

book for a reading group to pull apart, examining all of its many aspects and different levels of

interpretation. BUT if all you want is an exciting good read, you won't miss with this one. If I could, I

would give this a higher rating than five star. Kudos to Vince Milam for a book well written!

I had downloaded 'Pretty Little Creatures' and checked on  to see what it was about and found it

was the 2nd book in a series so I checked on the first one and it sounded interesting so I got it thru

Kindle Unlimited and began to read.

Stephen King in the characterization is an obvious source of

inspiration and handled very well.It gets a bit preachy, but you are warned up front that this is a

spiritual thriller.Weak point. A tie to the sheriff's past is hinted at but not really developed in the

story. I kept waiting for closure as I read but it never came. No big deal.Bottom line this is as good

as this ilk of fiction gets. Read and enjoy.
