This book is the best on the subject of ancient fashions I have managed to peel from the kindle

store.The author spent much time figuring out how and why garments were made and draped

around the body. I was amazed to see how primitive clothing was in ancient times (right up till the

Roman Empire). In most cultures the main garment basically was no more than a sheet.The book

also talks about the use of jewelry, and about the way cultures of the Ancient Middle East interacted

(as far as fashion is concerned). It also looks at the reason why certain dressing habits developed
