They share

memories of personal pain that include Amy's mother's suicide, the execution of Farouz's parents,

and the political imprisonment of his brother. Their stories are vivid and poignant, adding layers to a

rich characterization, especially details of Somalian culture and mythology. Amy falls in love,

understanding Farouz's vow to use ransom money to free his brother, but is startled back to reality

when he agrees to follow orders to shoot her on command. Circumstances become dire when she

learns secrets about her father's business that jeopardize their release, and rival pirates and the

navy get involved. The author playfully tells Amy's account of the rescue the way she hoped it would

play out, and then again, as it actually happened. The narrative twist is brilliant, taking readers on an

emotional ride to the very last page.Ã¢â‚¬â€œVicki Reutter, Cazenovia High School, NYÃŽÂ±(c)

Copyright 2013.
